About Luxembourg

Luxembourg, officially the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg, is a small landlocked
country in Western Europe. It is bordered by Belgium to the west and north,
Germany to the east and France to the south. Its capital, Luxembourg City, together
with Brussels and Strasbourg, is one of the three official capitals of the European
Union. Its culture, people, and languages are highly intertwined with its neighbours,
making it essentially a mixture of French and German cultures, as evident by the
nation's three official languages: French, German and the national language,

Luxembourgish.

With an area of 2,586 square kilometres, it is one of the smallest sovereign statesin
Europe. In 2018, Luxembourg had a population of 602.005 which makes it one of
the least-populous countries in Europe. Foreigners account for nearly half of
Luxembourg's population. As a representative democracy with a constitutional
monarch, it is headed by Grand Duke Henri and is the world's only remaining grand
duchy. Luxembourg is a developed country, with an advanced economy and one of
the world's highest GDP (PPP) per capita.

Nations, NATO and Benelux. The city of Luxembourg, which is the country's capital

$8.182 for each citizen in the nation, placing it among the highest spending

countries on health services and related programs in 2010 amongother well-off

nations in Europe with high average income among its population.

How to get there

Luxembourg has efficient road, rail and air transport facilities and services. The road
network has been significantly modernised in recent years with 147 km of motorways
connecting the capital to adjacent countries. In 2020, it was the first country to

make public transportation free.

By air: Luxembourg Airport is the main airport in Luxembourg. Previously called
Luxembourg Findel Airport due to its location at Findel, it is Luxembourg's only
international airport. 16 airlines are flying from and to Luxembourg. The airport is

located 5 kilometres of the city centre.

Est has connected the station to the French TGV network. The station is located 2

kilometres south of the city centre

By car: Situated in the heart of Europe, bordered by Belgium, France and Germany,
Luxembourg is connected to the far corners of Europe by an excellent network of
highways. The capital is directly linked to the highways A1 (Trier), A13
(Saarbriicken), A3 (Metz) and A6 (Brussels).

Free public transport

Since March, 15, 2020, all the public
transport in Luxemburg is free. This includes bus,

train and tram. We recommend you to use mainly

the public transport during the World

Championships as the parking places close near the Coque have to be paid and traffic
in Luxembourg City can be very crowdy during rush hours.

Example given from all the hotels close to the airport (pages 14-16) the sports hall
Coque can be reached in about 20 minutes by taking bus N° 16 (aéroport/quai 1),
leaving at Luxepo quai 5 to take the tram (Station called Coque/picture). There is
only one tram line in Luxembourg. The same to get back to the hotel.

The venue

The National Sporting and Cultural Centre, better known as Coque, is an indoor
arena in Kirchberg, a district of Luxembourg City. It will be the 6t edition of the

world championships in Indiaca from 3 to 7th, August 2021.

In 1982, first the olympic swimming pool opened its doors. The striking shell- shaped
roofline is reminiscent of a seashell, and is made of spans of pre-stressed concrete.
With the swimming pool extension undertaken by architect Roger Taillibert in 2002,

the Centre National Sportif et Culturel was created.

In addition to its function as a national sports centre, the Coque also provides
facilities for major sporting and cultural events, concerts and conferences. The
4.300 square meter Arena offers room for 8.000 people. The Coque also hosts two

restaurants, an ***-hotel and a wellness center as well as a climbing wall.

The Indiaca World Championships will be held in the Gymnase with a floor space of
1.240 square meter and an accommodation of 988 fixed seats and about 500 stand

places.

The warm up area is situed in a part of a multi-purpose area of 1.400 square meter

which is divisible into three parts.

The delegations have the possibility to train on Monday (warm-up areas) and on

Tuesday (main hall). Please contact therefore the local OC.

The general assembly and all the other meetings of the IAA will also be held in the
Coque. The Headquarter (HQ) of the championships is located in the Gymnase.

The Coque hosted in 2013 the Games of the Small States of Europe with
competitions in swimming, basketball and volleyball. Each year many national and
international competitions are organized in any or more of the facilities of the Coque,
example given the finale of the 2007 Women's European Volleyball Championship

or more recently the 2017 European Team Championships in table tennis.
